VENDOR RULES OF THE BOV FARMERS' MARKET

1.  The 2010 Burlington Farmers’ Market will be held outdoors, at the corner of Corporation Parkway and Plaza Drive in the overflow lot.
2. With the exception of local wines, no products regulated by the Bureau of ATF may be sold at the Burlington Farmers’ Market.
3. Vendor’s business may be visited by representatives of the Burlington Farmers' Market.
4. Vendor must pay a nonrefundable $25 application processing fee each year to the Licensor.  
5. Vendor must pay a daily fee of $5 per selling space to the Licensor.  A daily rate of $10 per selling space is available to those who meet all Market 

requirements, but do not wish to maintain Premium Vendor Status by committing to miss no more than one Sunday per month.
6. Prepaying $100 for the entire 2010 season will entitle the Vendor to both the discounted rate, and a premium space location, based on the Vendor 

setting up a minimum of 1/2 hour prior to the start of the Market.  Prepaying for the season is nonrefundable.
7. Spaces will not be reserved, but available on a first-come, first-served basis unless season is paid in advance.  All exceptions are to be at the Market 

Manager’s discretion.
8. To maintain Premium Vendor Status, at the $5 per day rate, Vendor may miss no more than one Sunday per month.
9. The Market will operate from 1:00 pm to 5:00 pm each Sunday, for 22 consecutive weeks, from May 2 through September 26.
10. Vendor must be in place by 12:45 pm, and remain so until 5:00 pm.  Vendor may not move their vehicle in or out of the market area during times when 

such movement would pose a danger to pedestrians or other vendors.
11. Vendor is responsible for cleaning up the area around their own selling space.
12. To be considered a booth, Vendor must have a table (minimum 3’ in diameter), and a neatly printed sign (minimum 8.5” x 11”) with the Vendor name.

Canopy tents or market umbrellas are encouraged for vendor spaces.  All such materials must be weighted down.  Nothing may be staked into the 
blacktop surface.

13. Vendor must clearly post prices for all items sold.
14. All products must be of top quality, as determined by the Market Manager.
15. All prepared food items, meat, fish and cheese must meet state and local Health Regulations, including the inspection of the prepared foods from 

Vendor’s kitchen by NCDA Health Inspectors and labeling in compliance with the regulations.  Vendor must have a copy of their inspection form on file 
with the Market Manager, as well as with them when selling at the Market.

16. Absolutely no water or ice that comes into contact with meat, poultry or fish may be allowed to drain onto the Market premises.
17. All items sold as organic must meet the requirements of the National Organic Program.  Vendors of organic items must have a copy of their certification 

on file with the Market Manager, as well as with them when selling at the Market.  Only Certified Organic growers may post signs using the word organic.
18. Additional products, not on the Vendor’s original application, must be approved by the Market Manager prior to sale.
19. Hazardous Materials: Vendor shall not generate, use, or store any materials which are considered to be hazardous materials or toxic materials under 

any law, code, ordinance, or regulation on or around the Premises. In addition to the indemnity provision contained herein, Vendor shall reimburse 
Licensor for any costs, expenses, liability claims or damages of any kind whatsoever resulting from Vendor's violation or suspected violation of the 
foregoing requirement. Licensor shall have the right to investigate and test, at Vendor's expense, any materials used by Vendor which Licensor 
reasonably suspects to be hazardous or toxic materials.

20. Indemnification: Vendor shall indemnify and hold harmless Kim Draluck (the “Licensor”), BMOC Investors, LLC and Anthony & Co and the partners, 
officers, independent contractors and employees of each (the "Indemnified Parties"), and the tenants and merchants of the Shopping Center in which 
the Premises are located from and against any and all costs, claims, liabilities, obligations, causes of action, arising from, or in any way related to (a) the 
location or operation of the Use in the Shopping Center, by Vendor or any organization, entity, or person which Vendor grants any right of Use; (b) any 
personal injury or property damage arising from the use or any derivative use or result of such Use; (c) any other activity conducted on, from, or with 
respect to the Premises; and (d) all attorney's fees and costs incurred with respect to the matters described in subparts (a) through (c) above.

21. The Market Manager has the discretion to immediately remove any item that he/she considers objectionable. 
22. A $25 fee will be imposed for all returned checks. Updated 4.1.10
